Spiritual Hunger — Those opportunities highlight the spiritual hunger across the planet. From 
Oct 1, 2023, to December 31, 2023, we stress tested our PTL Read Carry Share® App. We 
aggressively advertised the app across the entire planet. The result showed us that the app 
could handle higher volume and at a slight lower cost per download. It also showed us that, 
on any given day, nearly a half a million people saw our advertisement which meant they were 
online searching for Jesus.  

Saintly Determination — The millions searching for Jesus are met by passionate followers of 
Jesus that we run with. They are amazing. In the face of persecution in all its various forms, they 
are undaunted. It is a privilege to serve them. It is a privilege to serve you. It is a gift to serve 
our King. 

The pages of this Annual Report paint the picture of where we have been, share stories from 
our Members, highlight our collaborative Partners, and present the opportunity before us. Thank 
you for taking the time to review the numbers and the stories of God transforming lives with His 
Word.

HEALING HANDS AND OPEN HEARTS 

Sister Cai from Shanghai has been a devoted Member of The Pocket Testament League 
for eight years, bringing the Gospel of John to countless people seeking hope. 

Her team has a simple yet profound mission: offer free 
auricular plaster therapy in public spaces and use this 
as an opportunity to share the Gospel. The therapy 
drew people in and, as they received care, Sister 
Cai and her team gently introduced them to 
the message of Jesus. Despite the challenges 
of working in an area with strict government 
controls and limited resources, their 
dedication shone through.   

Over 4 ½ months, they reached 2,000 
people with the Gospel, sharing 1,200 
Gospels of John with the spiritually 
hungry. The result: God worked 
in their hearts through His Word, 
leading 370 individuals to make a 
decision for Christ. Sister Cai’s team 
offered countless heartfelt prayers 
for those they met. They moved from 
village to village, working with different 
coworkers in three phases, training new 
members along the way.   

“God’s hand of grace was with us,” Sister 
Cai shared. “Even the stones must praise His 
greatness, and His miraculous power is with us!”   

Through many seeds planted in peoples’ hearts, 
combined with the quiet persistence of prayer, they 
witnessed God’s transformative power at work in the 
lives of many, proving that even in the most remote 
places His Word never returns void.

Rick recently returned from a transformative trip to India, 
where he reached over 1,000 people with the living Word 
of God in the local languages of Telugu and Hindi. The 
response was overwhelming: “The Gospels were 
going like hot cakes,” he said. People eagerly asked 
for more so they could share them with their family 
and friends. 

During one part of his trip, Rick was involved in 
a beach baptism ceremony for new believers. As 
he was preparing for the baptisms, he noticed 
a policeman nearby. Rick’s local pastor advised 
him not to engage with the officer, as there was 
concern that they were being watched and that 
approaching the police might draw unwanted 
attention. 

After completing the baptisms, Rick walked back 
toward the parking lot. On his way, he saw the 
same policeman again. Despite the earlier advice, 
Rick felt compelled to approach the officer and 
thank him for his work in keeping people safe. Rick 
shared that his son-in-law is a policeman back home, 
which immediately broke down any barriers between 
them. 

Curious about Rick’s visit, the policeman asked what he 
was doing in India and what he was holding in his hand. 
Because the policeman initiated the conversation, Rick 
was able to explain what the Gospel was, share the 
message, and give him a copy. Rick remembers telling 
the officer, “This is for you,” a simple statement that 
seemed to resonate deeply with the policeman’s heart.

BROKEN CHAINS 

Raya, a 59-year-old from Buryatia in Eastern Siberia, has 
a remarkable story of transformation. Her life was once 

overshadowed by difficulties and unanswered questions. 
Struggling with her husband’s alcohol addiction, Raya faced 

considerable turmoil. Feeling lost and disheartened, she 
turned to alcohol herself, hoping to escape her troubles, but 

found only more despair. Despite seeking help from lamas and 
shamans, nothing seemed to improve her situation. 

The turning point came when her Christian sister 
visited her. She shared the message of Jesus 

Christ and prayed with her. This encounter 
sparked a glimmer of hope in Raya. 

Intrigued, she engaged in conversations 
with her sister about faith. Shortly after, 

Raya met two Christian women on the 
street who gave her the Gospel of John 

and shared their faith with her. That day, 
she prayed earnestly to God and began 

reading the Gospel of John daily. 

As Raya immersed herself in the Word, 
she discovered a new sense of purpose 

and direction. She began attending 
church and her life began to change 

dramatically. Both she and her husband 
were freed from their alcohol addictions, 

and their relationship improved significantly. 
They now live in harmony, and their children have 

witnessed the positive changes, bringing happiness to the entire family. 

Reflecting on her journey, Raya says, “I found inner peace, harmony, and joy within myself. Today, I follow

Gawahi TV & Missions, a satellite television and mission 
organization, is dedicated to sharing Jesus across Pakistan and 
the Arab world. Through their partnership with The League, they 
reach millions in the Muslim world with the Gospel of Jesus 
Christ. The hunger for Jesus, and God’s Word, is stunning, and 
has been reported in many stories. 

One such story is of Muhammad, a man who had long been 
curious about Essa (Jesus) after reading about Him in the 
Quran. Despite asking numerous imams and Muslim scholars, 
Muhammad couldn’t find the answers he sought.
